A Visa Administration Fee of €50.00 applies
for every visa application or extension. All
expenses related to provision of visa
processing will be incurred by the student.

LESSONS & LESSON REDUCTION

All lessons are of a duration of 45 minutes
each.

Lessons usually start every Monday. However,
we understand personal circumstances and
offer flexible start days subject to availability.
If a group course has only one student in a
class on any particular day, lessons in that
class will be reduced by 50%. As soon as
additional students join the course, normal
lesson times will apply.

STUDENT ATTENDANCE & PUNCTUALITY
Students are expected to attend lessons and
be on time. Students are not allowed into
their classroom if they are more than 15
minutes late. They will only be allowed to join
the class following the next break. This is to
minimize disruption to other students and the
teacher. We do not compensate for lessons
missed due to late arrivals.

Students must attend a minimum of 80% of
their lessons to qualify for a Certificate of
Attendance. Students that are absent from
their lessons without prior authorisation or a
valid reason will not be awarded a Centre
Certificate.

Students that do not notify the
Centre will be marked as absent and will be
reported to immigration authorities if they
are on a study visa. Students on a study visa
must ensure that their visa start and end
dates are correct to include any Holiday
Breaks. Holiday Breaks cannot be taken at
the end of a course.

The Centre will extend the student’s tuition
course (if requested) free of charge. The
Centre will NOT extend the student’s
accommodation free of charge. Students
wishing to extend their accommodation will
have to pay the brochure price. The Centre
can only extend the accommodation subject
to availability.
